Event Sponsored Venues:

Attendees who wish to participate in any venue related to the 2009 D-Day Mountain Bike Expo must pay the event admission
($5.00) and sign all required liability forms before receiving an event bracelet. Event liability forms are to be completed by any
individual who is attending and participating in any venue. If an attendee is under the age of 18, all liability wavier forms must be
signed by a legal parent/guardian upon proper Photo ID.

Use of DEMO Bikes:

Rules and regulations for use of DEMO bikes during the event are controlled by the DEMO Sponsors. At no time does
Dieselbikes have control or authority over any DEMO or Sponsor related equipment. DEMO bike use is on a first come first
server bases. Attendees should check with event sponsors regarding DEMO bike(s) availability. DO NOT ACCEPT A DEMO
BIKE TO BE AVAILABLE FOR A TEST RIDE THE MINUTE YOU WALK UP TO A SPONSOR’S BOOTH. DO NOT ACCEPT
A DEMO BIKE MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A TEST RIDE IN LYNN WOODS! DEMO bikes are the responsible of the DEMO
Sponsor and they decide where you can ride it! You must be a paid event attendee to participate in any game or contest.
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Games & Contests:

Dieselbikes will be hosting a number of games and contest with associated prize packs for contest winners. All games and
contest are for FUN providing interaction between event attendees and sponsors. Sign-up sheets will be available at the
Dieselbikes admission tent. You must be a paid event attendee to participate in any game or contest.

Group Rides [non-demo bike]:

Dieselbikes and event sponsors will be hosting a number of group rides in Lynn Woods. These rides can last from 60 — 120
minutes covering a wide variety of terrain depending on the riding level. These rides are not intended for DEMO bike use
(Check with DEMO Sponsors). You must be a paid event attendee, have your own bicycle and helmet to participate in
Dieselbikes Group Rides.

Dieselbikes Mountain Bike Stunts:
Our portable mountain bike stunts will be available for all event attendees to use. These stunts are designed to be challenging
and help develop skill sets such as balance and body motion. You must be a paid event attendee to ride on these stunts.

Food & Drink Concession:
Food and Drink Concession will be provided by Dieselbikes. This concession will operate between the hours of 10:50am and
3:15pm; unless we run out of food and drink first. Below is the concession menu [subject to change without notice].

Restroom Facilities:
Restroom Facility are on-site next to the Soft Ballfield (first base) located in a large GREEN building. This facility will be open all
day during the event.

Event Raffle Rules:

Dieselbikes will hold a raffle to help support our continuing efforts for trail maintenance in Lynn Woods. Prizes for this raffle
were donated by our sponsors for this trail effort. Raffle tickets will be available for purchase at the Dieselbikes booth. There is
no limit on the number of tickets a single attendee can purchase. The list of prizes and the order in which they will be raffled off
will be posted at the Dieselbikes Booth. The raffle drawing will begin at 2:00pm and be held near the Dieselbikes Booth. You
must be present during the raffle drawing if your ticket number is called to claim your prize. Winning ticket numbers will be
announced in the order as they are selected.
